What's in a namec?

._:A.l.lmost two centuries ago, the first of the settlers came. The native beauty of the
place appealed to the calm and dauntless spirits of these men, who had plunged boldly
into a benighted and unknown country. They stood upon the wooded hills and looked
with glad eyes upon the fertile, fruitful valley. All around about them lay the land of
their desire, and they called it Goshen, the “promised land” of the Scriptures.

The town, which was first known by this name in 1714, was originally much larger
than at present. Its boundaries were defined by law in 1788. A part of Hamptonburgh
was taken from it in 1830, and a part of Chester in 1845. Other changes of boundaries

were made at different times.

Situated in the heart of Orange County, the Village of Goshen is located approximately
60 miles north of New York City. Goshen was originally part of what was known as
the Wawayanda Patent, dating from 1703. The first settler was Christopher Denne,
who arrived in 1712.
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A. .ccording to Samuel W. Eager's 1846—1847 An Outline History of Orange

County,......" The proprietors laid out the Village of Goshen by running a broad street or
avenue, nearly north and south through the plot, some half a mile in length, and then by
laying off four lots of eighty acres each, on the east and west sides of it. The village, most
probably, was laid out within a few years after 1703 the date of the patent . . . 1714, for we
have seen deeds for the lots in the village plot record, dated as early as the latter period.”

Within the village is the Church Park Historic District that encompasses not only the center
of the village but also includes the residential area of large Victorian homes of South Church
and South Streets. Being rich in architectural treasures, Goshen is fortunate to have unique
homes throughout the village.

Goshen is well-known for its roots in harness racing. The village is home to the Harness
Racing Museum and the Hall of Fame of the Trotter. Historic Track is the oldest active
harness track in the United States, having seen racing since 1838. Historic Track is on the
National Register of Historic Places. Another track, now gone, known as Good Time Park,
was a mile-long racetrack and home of the Hambletonian harness race. The Hambletonian
harness race was run every summer in Goshen from 1930 to 1956, before moving to Illinois,
it is now run at the Meadowlands in New dJersey.

As the county seat, one of the main sources of employment today, as it always has been, is
the county government. An area along Main Street, within the historic district, where many
lawyers have their offices is known as Lawyers” Row. The area contains fine examples of
19th century townhouse architecture.

Some relatively famous names from Goshen’s past include Gen. James W. Wilkin, speaker
of the New York State Assembly; Dr. Benjamin Tustin, one of the first doctors to experiment
with the use of vaccines; and Horace Pippin, the African American painter, who lived and
painted in the village. Anna Dickerson, an anti-slavery activist, and jazz musician Willie “the
Lion” Smith also called Goshen home.

The Harriman Memorial Fountain on Park Square was designed by Frances Burrall Hoffman and
was built by Charles Cary Rumsey, husband of Mary Harriman. In later years, the 1940s through the
1960s, when the fountain was no longer working, flowers were planted every summer and maintained
by former police chief Stanley Golemboski. The fountain was restored, and its immediate area
redesigned with additional plantings and benches in 1999.

The dedication of the Harriman Memorial Fountain took place on February 25, 1911, two years
after the death of Edward Henry Harriman. In 1964, Park Square was renamed Harriman Square by
Mayor Henry Hopkins during the 260th anniversary celebration of the settlement of the Goshen area.

The Everett Memorial in the park honors all soldiers and sailors of the Civil War. Erected in 1917
at the corner of the park, it replaced the wooden bandstand, fountain, and pond that were there
previously. Charles T. Everett was a long time civic leader and local banker who also left money for
the construction of the Goshen Public Library and Historical Society in 1917-1918.
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The First Pr ebbyterlan Church was organized in 1720 and a buildingwas ereeted. In 1810, a new
wooden church was constructed. The present stone church was dedicated November 22, 1871. The
church‘was built from plans by Daniel T. Atwood using blue limebtone from the quarry near Florida.
The’steeple is 186 feet tall. In 1933, the village installed the dlodli in-the steeple that at one time
struck on every hou

Historic Track is believed to be the oldest active half-mile harness track in the United States,
hosting races since the early 1830s. Historic Track was designated in 1966 as a historic
landmark by the National Park Service. It was the first time a designation was made for a
site devoted exclusively to sport.




The Farmers Hall Academy, currently the site of the town hall, was erected about 1773. Noah Webster
taught here for a short time in 1782 and wrote his spelling book during his stay.

In 1822, the Farmers Hall Academy was organized as a common school within the village. The school
district purchased the building in 1843. In 1876, an addition and bell tower were added. By 1885,
two more rooms were constructed to the rear. In 1911, the Farmers Hall Academy was sold to the
Town of Goshen. It has served as the town hall ever since. On December 12, 1992, a serious fire
almost destroyed the building, but it was rebuilt and still serves the community as the town hall.

HarneEss RACING

J. Howard Ford was an owner of a standard bred horse farm outside of Goshen. He built the stables
for his horses in 1912. After Ford’s death, the building remained empty until the 1920s, when William
Cane bought the building and named it the Good Time Stable. In 1951, it became the Hall of Fame

of the Trotter and is now known as the Harness Racing Museum.

Saint James” Episcopal Church was incorporated on June 25, 1803. The first white frame building
on the present site was completed in 1804. The land for the church, as well as the land for the church
cemetery on South Street, was donated by Dr. John Gale. In 1851, the vestry resolved to build a new
church to represent the architectural tastes of the day. The present stone church was completed in

1855.

The chapel at St. James™ Church was built in 1869 for winter and weekday services. In 1890 it was
deconsecrated as a chapel. For many years, it served as the parish hall until a new addition was added
in 1961. On December 27, 2002, a fire broke out in the 1869 chapel. The Goshen Fire Department
responded and saved the rest of the church. The chapel has been restored and once again serves as

a chapel as in 1869.

The Wisner Memorial, located on South Church Street and Park Place, is made of native Pochuck
granite and was erected to the memory of Henry Wisner, member of the First and Second Continental
Congress, by his great-granddaughter Frances Wisner Murray. The monument was dedicated on July

22.1897.

The Goshen Inn was built in 1912 by the Harriman family and others as a club house for the Orange
County Hunt Club. A fire in 1929 caused the building to remain vacant until 1941 when Carl and
Walter Neithold purchased the property and restored the building. Today the building contains a
successful restaurant.

On Thursday, September 5, 1907, at the intersection of Main Street and Park Place, a monument
was dedicated to the veterans of the Civil War 124th Regiment, known as the Orange Blossoms. The
monument, which weighs 19 tons, has a bronze figure, The Standard Bearer was designed by Theo.
Alice Ruggles Kitson. The figure is 18 feet in height and stands upon a pedestal of granite, which is 14
feet high. The monument was presented to the people of Orange County by Hon. Thomas W. Bradley
of Walden, who was a member of Congress.

This is an early photograph of Maplewood, the current village hall. Ambrose S. Murray was a clerk,
cashier, and president of the Bank of Orange County from 1834 until his death in 1885. The bank
started in this building along Main Street. It later moved to the bank building on West Main Street in
1852. Murray was elected to the 34th and 35th United States Congress. He was married to Frances
Wisner, the daughter of Henry G. Wisner, in 1836.

1831, a library association was organized, but quickly died out. The Goshen Library and
Historical Society was incorporated July 6, 1894. It became a public library in 1911.
Charles Everett donated the money for a new building in 1918, at a cost of $35,000. The
small addition on the back was added in 1976. The library’s official name was changed in
1984 to the Goshen Public Library and Historical Society in recognition of its service to the
general public.

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IJI.IJhe 1/2 mile track on which legends were made was built in 1838 to provide
local horse owners with a place to race their horses without endangering townspeople
with runaways or careening carriages. President Ulysses S. Grant, an accomplished
equestrian and racehorse fancier, attended races at the track in 1873. In 1911, when
the Track was added to the Grand Circuit, Mrs. Mary Harriman donated the funds for
the construction of the grandstand which still stands today. Goshen Historic Track, in
1940, was the first American track to implement pari-mutual wagering.

The Great American Weekend, Goshen’s annual Fourth of July tradition, coincides
with the Grand Circuit Racing Season. Four days of racing showcase many horses
and drivers that go on to the national circuits. There is always something to do for the
entire family. In the weeks before, there are also three Sundays of Matinee Races,
where young trotters and pacers compete and test their drivers in races that are every
bit as exciting as the Grand Circuit Races.

Every year, Goshen Historic Track hosts many club, community and organization
fundraising events. More than a training center for world-class standardbreds, the
Track presents car shows, concerts, walk-a-thons and graduations. The Track’s first
“Kentucky Derby Day” last May promised to become an annual tradition featuring
live music, good food, contests and Kentucky Derby style fun. Audiences can also
look forward to concerts highlighting different musical genres, from Country to Big
Band, performed by accomplished local and nationally known artists.
